cin he attributed to the alphabet. Those great
prehistoric discoveries and inventions such
as the making of a fire, the use of tools, the

vellous applications of steam and electricity
pale into insignificance when compared with

the power of the alphabet. Simple as it now ap-

pears after the accustomed use of ages, it can
he accounted not only the most difficult, bt
also the most fruitful of all the achievements
of the human intellect. Man lived by

alphabet untold ages, and with
a practical alphabetic system
not more than 3,000 gears. So
important and wonderful was
