Stylistic Sets. There are 20 Stylistic Sets (1—20) in Refrigerator Deluxe. Sets 1-4
are each composed of selected alternate characters that give Refrigerator Deluxe
four distinct looks.

Glyph Palette. Most OpenType-savvy applications include a Glyph palette that -
provides access to every character in a font.
